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SHARING OUR LEARNING AND A MESSAGE FROM THE TEACHERS \f

Everyone has returned to school after the half term break full of renewed enthusiasm and excitement.
Although the weather has been rather temperamental, the children have enjoyed being outside, making
the most of the dry weather.

Reception have been learning about Diwali. They have made Diva lamps, Rangoli patterns and designed
Mehndi patterns. They have also been finding different ways to make the numbers 1, 2 and 3, as well as
learning about subitising- don’t count, show the amount!

Year 1 and 2 have started a poetry unit of work in English, using the book Zim Zam Zoom! They have
performed one of the poems from the book to their peers and collected examples of rhyming words. They
have also collected verbs and nouns related to the subject of dogs, which they will use next week to write
a class poem with.

In Maths, Year 1 have been using fact families to develop their understanding of adding and subtracting
numbers to ten. They have been using number tracks to help them do this. Year 2 have been subtracting
2- digit numbers. They have used Base 10 and hundred squares to support their learning. The children
have also been observing the weather, thinking about how London has changed since the 1600’s, made
sliders in DT and created a dance about the story of Rama and Sita. What a busy week!
